As a recognized Patient Centered Medical Home (PCMH) by National Committee for Quality Assurance (NCQA), transdisciplinary care teams continue to improve upon care coordination and care management of patient population aiming to improve safety, efficiency and quality of patient care.  Practice needs a physician who will provide holistic (physical, emotional and spiritual) healthcare and is a great team player/leader.

Job Description

The Family Practice Physician will provide the full scope of primary care services which fall under his/her field of training, including but not limited to diagnosis, treatment, coordination of care, preventive care and health maintenance to patients of all ages.  This professional will be expected to supervise residents, midlevel providers and students, by providing appropriate support, conduct chart review, attend monthly provider and clinic staff meetings, maintain hospital privileges at all hospitals used by HCHC, complete patient records and billing sheets in accordance with the policies of HCHC as well as participate as requested in Quality Assurance activities.  In addition, the Primary Care Physician, as a member of the HCHC team, is not only expected to be familiar with HCHC philosophy, goals and objectives but he/she is also expected to work collaboratively with the rest of the team to achieve them.  He/she must be cognizant of, and comply with all HCHC policies and procedures, as well as pertinent state and federal regulations.
ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES include but are not limited to the following:

1. Obtain health history and perform physical examinations.

2. Diagnose and direct counseling for each patient on a plan for treatment.

3. Prescribe medication in accordance with State statute and professional practice

guidelines.

4. Perform minor surgical procedures.

5. Arrange referral for patients requiring services not offered at HCHC

6. Review incoming reports (e.g. lab, x-ray, EKG) sign, date and follow-up in a

timely manner.

7. Participate in staff outreach and off-site health care programs in the HCHC

service area as assigned by the Medical Director.

8. Use electronic health records and meet all performance measures, productivity benchmarks, and credentialing requirements.
9. Comply with the HCHC Infection Control plan which includes personally

utilizing universal precautions. Ensure compliance by support staff.

10. Participate in peer review, quality assurance, provider meetings, and other clinical

meetings.

11. Assist in updating protocols and principles of practice as requested.

12. Assist in outside medical public relations functions.

13. Participate in night and weekend call which will  be shared among the clinicians. A nursephone triage system is in place to screen calls.

14. Other assignments, projects, and duties as required

Hours are flexible and salary is negotiable.  Bilingual in English and Chinese strongly preferred due to the fact that the patient population is comprised mostly of limited English proficient immigrants from China, Hongkong, Vietnam and Taiwan.
